
 
CODE OF CONDUCT AND WAIVER REQUIREMENT: 
  
Inappropriate conduct will not be tolerated before, during or after the game. 
This includes use of profanity anywhere in the gym. 
Fans, coaches and players will be supportive of their team and at a minimum "polite" to the referees and the 
opposing team. 
Any player ejected from a game will automatically be suspended from the following game. 
Non-player suspensions will be for two games following ejection. 
Any suspended individual will not be allowed in the facility at time of game. 
Failure to comply with above will result in forfeiture of said game and the suspension shall be extended for one 
game. 
All second offenses (ejections) will be automatic season suspension for players, coaches and fans. 
 
IF A COACH OR A PARENT IS SUSPENDED FOR A SECOND TIME, THEIR CHILD WILL ALSO BE SUSPENDED FOR THE 
REMAINDER OF THE SEASON. 
 
Exception: coaches who are ejected in the last game of the regular season shall only be ejected for one game 
(Including Playoff and Championship Games). Coaches ejected during playoffs will be suspended balance of 
playoffs and Championship games. 
 
IF ANY FISTS ARE THROWN BY A FAN OR COACH, THE OFFENDING PERSONS SHALL BE SUSPENDED FOR THE 
REMAINDER OF SEASON AND THE FORT LEE POLICE WILL BE NOTIFIED. 
  
No one should approach referees after a game other than to say Good Game, Thank You or Have a Good Evening. 
Approaching a referee after a game by a coach or fan to criticize or complain is poor sportsmanship and will result 
in a two game suspension if the referee reports the incident. Similarly, no coaches or parents should approach 
opposing coaches or parents or engage with them in any way during or following the game. 
  
PLEASE REMEMBER THAT OUR GOAL IS ALL THE BOYS WHO SIGNED UP WILL PLAY AND 
THAT ALL HAVE A GOOD TIME. NO NBA OR NCAA COACH WILL BE THERE LOOKING TO SIGN UP PLAYERS. 
  
As the parent or legal guardian of the child named above (the "registrant" or "my child") I give my full consent and 
approval for my child to participate in the Fort Lee Boys Basketball League. 
I understand that travel may be involved for some activities and I approve my son to ride with a FLBB volunteer 
when necessary. 
  
By registering to play in the league, I understand it is my responsibility to notify the league and coach in writing 
should I become aware of any allergies or physical/medical conditions, which could hinder safety while practicing 
or playing basketball. 
I understand my regular insurance is primary and that in event of injury, coverage provided by our 
 carrier and Borough of Fort Lee is secondary. I agree to hold the League,its Directors,Coaches and Referees 
harmless in the event of injury. 
I further grant Fort Lee Boys Basketball the right to use photographs of my child and/or his/likeness in printed, 
broadcast and other material concerning Fort Lee Boys Basketball, including, without limitation, on its printed 
materials or on its website(s}, social media, without payment or consideration.
